·  Attendance Policy
· Linnea: The division has updated the policy so there is an overarching policy; but schools will articulate their approach. 
· Currently working to get CJS’s policy outlined for the hand book next year.
· CJ Schurter is trying to find a way to articulate that they will support families who are struggling and celebrate/promote positive attendance. 
· Teachers monitor attendance in their classes and reach out to parents if attendance becomes a concern (impacts student’s progress).
· Administration pulls attendance every 6-8 weeks, then look at the circumstances causing students to miss more than 5%. 
· 10% is the threshold where teachers and Principal will try to find ways to support families so students can attend more regularly.
· If attendance does not improve, it could be referred to the Office of Student Attendance and Re-engagement who will consult with the school and family. This is very rare.

· Linnea left this area opened in anticipation of questions.
1. Fatima: Is there a chance we still may have school photos this year?
a. Linnea: They are tentatively booked for March, but could be cancelled – completely dependant upon local and provincial COVID situation.
2. Fatima: Is there a chance in the new year that the school could get hot lunch individually portioned and wrapped? 
a. Linnea: Hot lunch will likely be “no” for this year because of student attendance, no parent volunteers allowed in school, case counts in town etc. 
3. COVID: 
a. Fatima: With there being COVID-19 cases in the school, was there any special cleaning that took place in those specific classrooms where the cases were located?
i. Linnea: In both cases, the persons were not in the school for several days before diagnosis. With that being said, the classroom was cleaned many times after the persons were there as part of the normal cleaning routines. In addition, with both classes being in isolation, no one will be in those classrooms for a week.
ii. Linnea: If a student goes home sick, CJ has both a part and full time Cleaning Technician who will clean the Isolation Room and then check with teacher to see if they need help with cleaning the classroom as well.
b. Fatma: Are Grades K-1 prepared to move to at home learning if we need too.
i. Linnea: We are getting there. Everyone is working in SeeSaw. K-1 are using iPads, Grades 2-3 use Chrome Books. We are trying to get everyone used to using the tools so come the first week of January, we are prepared and confident.
c. Athena: What do parents whose At Home Learning deadline passed but have decided to pull their kids from school? 
i. Linnea: those students are not getting full instruction.   The school is respectful and supportive of whatever decision families make; however, Marlee and Linnea are having conversations with the parents to let them know there will be pieces of curriculum missing so they can make informed decisions. Next AHL intake is February 1, 2021 for At Home Learning. 
d. Athena: If they go to at home learning, when they return, would they go back to the same class? 
i. Linnea: They could, but might not as well. If there is a large population of students who choose At Home Learning or to return to in-class learning, classrooms could change drastically. 
e. Athena: Is the prep for January 4-8, 2021 week happening before Christmas?  Ex: paperwork needing to be sent home? 
i. Linnea: We are trying to have everything organized and out before Christmas. 
f. Laurie: Can parents have a second package sent home if needed? 
i. Linnea: Touch base with your teacher and we can likely work something out. 
g. Amy: What will it look like for dual working parents who will not have someone good with technology with the children?  
i. Linnea: We are working on a process for that. 
4. Fatima: Is there going to be some kind of Christmas assembly?
a. Linnea – There is an Assembly tomorrow through Google Meet. 7-8 students will receive citizenship awards.  
b. Teachers are working on something in their class for Christmas
